PARISH WALK - LICKEY INCLINE AND TARDEBIGGE FLIGHT

The walk starts at Stoke Works, criss-crosses the railway uphill with an easy stroll back down
the canal towpath. In dry weather only sensible footwear is needed but the link-paths can
become muddy and overgrown at other times. The walk distance is 12% miles and typically
takes between 4% to 5% hours but there are a number of opportunities to shorten the route if
you refer to an OS map. Due to the length of the walk it has been split over two maps.
